Helena, mother of Constantine, died around 330

Sunday, May 21"

Influenced by her son to become Christian, Helena (or Helen) lived an exemplary life of faith.
She is also remembered for traveling through Palestine building churches on the sites she
believed to be associated with Christ's life.

Nicolaus Copernicus, died 1543; Leonhard Euler, died 1783; scientists

Wednesday, May 24"

These two men were both scientists who helped to explain the wonders of God's universe.
Copernicus is best known for promoting the i1dea that the sun, not the earth, is at the center of
our solar system. Euler was one of the founders of pure mathematics, and contributed to many
other fields.

John Calvin, renewer of the church, died 1564

Gifted both as a systematic theologian and as an interpreter of scriptures, Calvin embraced the
Reformation, and as a preacher in Geneva, Switzerland, brought a theocratic government to
it.
